Greetings

By way of introduction, I am the Treasurer and Vestry Coordinator for the Culpeper Food Closet.

We are seeking someone to research and write grant applications for our mission at Saint Stephen’s Episcopal Church in Culpeper, Virginia.  Yes, we need to redefine our “vision” and “mission”.  A solid starting point would be the passage of Matthew 25.  Whatever “words” man puts on it; this is where we are?
We provide food, etc. for folks in Culpeper County Virginia and are looking to significantly expand what we can do.

Our unstated mission is to become a “hub” for nutrition and substance needs in Culpeper.

We are looking to becoming an example of Christ’s presence in the community!

Our expenditures will be well more than $100,000 per year and past income has been about the same.  
The COVIT situation has changed these numbers significantly in a positive way.  Our association with the Blue Ridge Area Food Bank has provide more than half of our supplies at no cost.  This cost support is ending.  

The Community has responded magnificently to the point where we have more than $500,000 in investments.  My desire is to treat these investments as an informal “trust” where in we receive income on a yearly basis and no invasion into the trust (base amount).

We are looking to the future wherein we can provide additional services.
· Part of the solution will be personnel.

· Part of the solution will be additional funding beyond what the community currently provides.

I have already secured “grants” from the Rappahannock Electric Cooperative and Safeway.
For example, REC has provided $5,000 in support of our Thursday distribution of food to those that need it.

Safeway has provided a $2,000 grant to general needs.
We have a $26,000 Thanksgiving program that needs to be supported.


Approximately $6,000 will be provided by S.W.I.F.T


The rest is to be supported by general contributions

Our goal is to have a continual string of grants to help offset cost of additional services.

I realize that to write successful grant applications you will need additional background and I am very willing to supply it.  As I tell folks, I know just enough to get me into trouble.
We would like to know what you think.
What the cost would be?
